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The Yuntan Waterfall is along a drainage basin of the
Zhuoshui River and measures 200 meters in height with three
levels. Each level includes a section of waterfall and deep pool.
A trail of 617 stone steps leads to this waterfall. The first level
is at a height of 26.3 meters and is nearly vertical along the
rock face.

The Shuisheliao Train Station is at 1186 meters in elevation. It is a small
station located at the foot of the Dubi and Sitianwang peaks of more than
1,400 meters.
